Ferocious Bride, Its Wartime!

As we have passed into the Hebrew New year
5783, it is important for us to understand the
times and seasons we are entering into. We
have just crossed over the Feast of Trumpets,
as per the biblical calendar, popularly known
as Rosh Hashanah — the head of the year. The
feast of trumpets is one of the 3 fall feasts that
point to the second coming of our Lord and
Saviour Jesus Christ.

One may wonder, what do we as believers
have to do with these feasts? If you have been
in the Roar family you have been receiving
small bit-size nuggets of this. The 7 feasts of
the Lord as mentioned in Leviticus 23 are
appointed times or holy convocations of the
Lord. When you see the list of 7 feasts, clearly
the first 4 point towards the first coming of
Jesus Christ and the last 3 point to the second
coming. Lets take a quick look.

1) Feast of Passover/Pesach —

Jesus was crucified

2) Feast of Unleavened bread -

Jesus was buried

3) Feast of Firstfruits — Jesus resurrected
4) Feast of weeks /Shavuot or Pentecost —
The Holy Spirit was given to the church

The above 4 have been fulfilled to every detail.

5) Feast of Trumpets/Rosh Hashanah (Civil

new year in Israel)

6) Day of Atonement/Yom Kippur

7) Feast of Tabernacles/Sukkot

The above 3 point towards the second coming

of Christ. The observance of the feasts applies
to the nation of Israel. As Gentile believers,

we need to be aware of its significance, as they

all point to the deity of Christ. So it will serve

us well if we study what scripture says about

these.

1 Thess 5:1-6;,11 But concerning the times and the
seasons, brethren, you have no need that I should
write to you. For you yourselves know perfectly that
the day of the Lord so comes as a thief in the night.
For when they say, “Peace and safety!” then sudden
destruction comes upon them, as labor pains upon a
pregnant woman. And they shall not escape. But

you, brethren, are not in darkness, so that this Day

should overtake you as a thief. You are all sons of
light and sons of the day. We are not of the night nor
of darkness. Therefore let us not sleep, as others do,
but let us watch and be sober. Therefore comfort
each other and edify one another, just as you also are
doing.

Keeping this in mind, we want to share what
the Lord has put on our hearts regarding this
season. The Lord is reminding us that we are
to be His warrior bride-ferocious, not sleeping
and slumbering but alert and vigilant as the

end time army of God.
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Some attributes of this end time warrior
bride:

1)_A Roaring Bride - Boldness

He is bestowing upon His bride, boldness that
comes from righteousness. It’s a season when
the Lord will establish you in righteousness
and holiness. He is calling us to a higher level
of holiness than ever. What is okay for others
will not be okay for you. What was okay in the
past season will not be okay in this season.
Prov 28:1 The wicked flee when no one pursues, But
the righteous are bold as a lion.

2) A Feet-Washing Bride — Humility

The Lord is calling us to levels of humility we
have not been used to. The feet-washing kind.
John 13:4-5 ...rose from supper and laid aside His
garments, took a towel and girded Himself. After
that, He poured water into a basin and began to
wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the
towel with which He was girded.

3) A Water-Walking bride - Faith
The Lord is calling us to exercise our faith and

walk on water in this season. Without faith it
is impossible to please God. With faith and
patience we will inherit the promises of God.
Matthew 14:27-30 But immediately Jesus spoke to
them, saying,“Be of good cheer! It is I; do not be
afraid.”And Peter answered Him and said, “Lord, if
it is You, command me to come to You on the
water.”So He said, “Come.” And when Peter had
come down out of the boat, he walked on the water
to go to Jesus.

4) A Miracle working Bride - Miracles

He is calling us to a season of miracles.
Miracles not for entertainment, but for His
greater purposes to be accomplished. A bride
that will say “Talitha Koum” to many, as we
serve a God who gives life to the dead and calls
into being things that do not exist.

Mark 5:36;41-42 Jesus told him, “Don’t be afraid;
just believe......He took her by the hand and said to
her, “Talitha koum!” (which means “Little girl, I say
to you, get up!”)...Immediately the girl stood up and
began to walk around (she was twelve years old). At
this they were completely astonished.

Matthew 10:7-8 As you go, proclaim this message:
‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.” Heal the
sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy,
drive out demons. Freely you have received; freely
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5) A Singing Bride - Praise

Praise is a main weapon this season. He is
calling us to be fully armored ready for war.
There are many instances in the bible that
teaches us what praise does to the enemy
camp. Walls come down, chains fell off,
prison doors were opened and much more.
We believe he is releasing very strategic war
songs from His word that will absolutely
destroy the enemy camp.

2 Chron 20:21-22 And when he had consulted with
the people, he appointed those who should sing to
the Lovd, and who should praise the beauty of
holiness, as they went out before the army and were
saying: “Praise the Lord, For His mercy endures
forever.” Now when they began to sing and to
praise, the Lovd set ambushes against the people of
Ammon, Moab, and Mount Seir, who had come
against Judah; and they were defeated.

6) A 'Wise-Virgin' Bride - Intimacy

Jesus is restoring His Father's house as the
house of prayer. Many are being called to a
place of deep intimacy with the Lord. To be
the wise virgins with the lamps filled with oil
always ready for their bridegroom. The oil of
intimacy is what we should seek.

Matthew 25:10 And while they went to buy, the
bridegroom came, and those who were ready went
in with him to the wedding; and the door was shut.

Remember — Without prayer you cannot win
and with prayer you will not lose!

7) A Conquering bride - Possess

Warfare is not an option for God’s people.
Ephesians 6 commands us to wear the full
armor of God for a reason. We believe the Lord
is asking us to “Pursue and overtake, and you
will recover all” In 1 Samuel 30, David went in
to the enemy camp and recovered everything
and plundered the enemy. It is time for the
church to be fearless and plunder the enemy
camp, bring many from the kingdom of
darkness to the kingdom of light.

Joel 3:9-10 Proclaim this among the nations:

“Prepare for war! Wake up the mighty men,

Let all the men of war draw near, Let them come up.
Beat your plowshares into swords, And your pruning
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hooks into spears; Let the weak say, ‘I am strong.

In this new season, may the church take her
righttul place.

Let the bride Awake & Arise!
